Purpose/ Scope of role
APEM’s Water Resources Management team continues to expand and is currently undertaking exciting projects in water resources, hydrology, hydrometry, drought, environmental assessment and management.
This is a great opportunity to work on a range of water projects such as water company drought and water resources plans, regional water resources plans, drought permit applications, monitoring programmes, associated assessments e.g., WFD Compliance Assessment, SEA, HRA. The role forms part of a wider dynamic team of multi-disciplinary water and environmental experts that includes specialists in the fields of water resources, hydro-ecology, hydrology, geomorphology, water quality, aquatic and terrestrial ecology, environmental impact assessment and planning.
The role will cover all aspects of the consultancy process from client liaison, bringing in new projects to offering authoritative technical guidance and production of high quality scientific reports.
What success looks like in this role
In the first six months you will assist others in aspects of project management, tender production, and financial management across our portfolio of water management work. These will include project reviews and technical guidance, business development, and client-facing capabilities, supported throughout by APEM’s highly experienced team of multi-disciplinary consultancy professionals. 
In 12 months, you will be managing your own portfolio of projects, including large-scale projects with multiple teams, across different locations. You will likely have line management of a team of senior consultants and consultants and have responsibility for quality of the work delivered by the team as well as providing mentoring, supporting and guidance to your team. You will be providing expert advice in your area of expertise to a range of internal and external clients. You will be developing your own client network and actively winning new work. You will undertake client meetings, site visits and field surveys where required.
